John 3:16 '°For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever
believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.

Hebrews 1:1-3 'God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time past to the
fathers by the prophets, *has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has
appointed heir of all things, through whom also He made the worlds; *who being the
brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by the
word of His power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right hand of
the Majesty on high,

Gen 6-7 — Noah — saved the Righteous (Noah, Sons, Wives = §)
Genesis 6:5-9 — God sees all the evil, sorry made man, decides to destroy, finds Noah
Genesis 6:22-7:1 The Lord saves Noah and his family

Gen 18-19 — Lot/Sodom & Gomorrah — (Lot, Wife, 2 Daughters = 4)

Genesis 18:16-20 — Lord revealing to Abram what He was going to do

Genesis 18:24-33 — Abram pleading with God for the righteous — 50, 5 less, 40, 30, 20, 10!
Gen 19:14-16 — Lot shares with sons-in-law, Lot/Family pulled out of Sodom!



Exodus — Moses

Exodus 3:7-8 ’And the Lord said: “I have surely seen the oppression of My people who are
in Egypt, and have heard their cry because of their taskmasters, for I know their sorrows. *So
I have come down to deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians, and to bring them up
from that land to a good and large land, to a land flowing with milk and honey...

Exodus 12:37-38 *'Then the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses to Succoth, about six
hundred thousand men on foot, besides children. **A mixed multitude went up with them
also, and flocks and herds—a great deal of livestock.

Judges — Judges 2:18 "*And when the Lord raised up judges for them, the Lord was with the
judge and delivered them out of the hand of their enemies all the days of the judge; for the
Lord was moved to pity by their groaning because of those who oppressed them and harassed
them.

Jeremiah 7:25-26 *Since the day that your fathers came out of the land of Egypt until this
day, I have even sent to you all My servants the prophets, daily rising up early and sending
them. **Yet they did not obey Me or incline their ear, but stiffened their neck. They did worse
than their fathers.

John 3:17-19 "For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that
the world through Him might be saved. **“He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he
who does not believe is condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the
only begotten Son of God

Ephesians 2:4-10 ‘But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He
loved us, *even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by
grace you have been saved), ®and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the
heavenly places in Christ Jesus, "that in the ages to come He might show the exceeding riches
of His grace in His kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. *For by grace you have been saved
through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, *not of works, lest anyone
should boast. '°For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which
God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.

2 Peter 3:9°The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is
longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to
repentance.

2 Peter 3:14-15 "“Therefore, beloved, looking forward to these things, be diligent to be found
by Him in peace, without spot and blameless; *and consider that the longsuffering of our
Lord is salvation—as also our beloved brother Paul, according to the wisdom given to him,
has written to you,
