God is One in the Old Testament
Deuteronomy 4:39 > Therefore know this day, and consider it in your heart, that the Lord Himself is God in
heaven above and on the earth beneath; there is no other.

Deuteronomy 6:4 *““Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one!

Isaiah 43:10-11 '*“You are My witnesses,” says the Lord, “And My servant whom I have chosen, That you
may know and believe Me, And understand that I am He. Before Me there was no God formed, Nor shall
there be after Me. 11I, even I, am the Lord, And besides Me there is no savior.

God is Plural in the Old Testament

Genesis 1:26 °Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them have
dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over
every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.”

Genesis 3:22 **Then the Lord God said, “Behold, the man has become like one of Us, to know good and evil.
And now, lest he put out his hand and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live forever”—

Genesis 11:7 'Come, let Us go down and there confuse their language, that they may not understand one
another’s speech.”

Jesus and God are One
Isaiah 7:14 "“Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a
Son, and shall call His name Immanuel.

Isaiah 9:6 °For unto us a Child is born, Unto us a Son is given; And the government will be upon His
shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of
Peace.

John 14:7-11 "“If you had known Me, you would have known My Father also; and from now on you know
Him and have seen Him.” 8Philip said to Him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is sufficient for us.” *Jesus
said to him, “Have I been with you so long, and yet you have not known Me, Philip? He who has seen Me




has seen the Father; so how can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? '’Do you not believe that I am in the Father,
and the Father in Me? The words that I speak to you I do not speak on My own authority; but the Father who
dwells in Me does the works. ''Believe Me that I am in the Father and the Father in Me, or else believe Me
for the sake of the works themselves.

John 20:28-29 **And Thomas answered and said to Him, “My Lord and my God!” *’Jesus said to him,
“Thomas, because you have seen Me, you have believed. Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have
believed.”

2 Corinthians 4:4 *whose minds the god of this age has blinded, who do not believe, lest the light of the
gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine on them.

Hebrews 1:1-3 'God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the
prophets, “has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has appointed heir of all things, through
whom also He made the worlds; who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person,

The Three are Separate

Matthew 3:16-17 When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the
heavens were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him.
And suddenly a voice came from heaven (God), saying, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well
pleased.”

Matthew 4:1 Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil.

Romans 1:1-4 1Paul, a bondservant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated to the gospel of God
*which He promised before through His prophets in the Holy Scriptures, *concerning His Son Jesus Christ
our Lord, who was born of the seed of David according to the flesh, *and declared to be the Son of God with
power according to the Spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead.

John 14:16 '°And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you
forever—

life.

1 Peter 1:2 “clect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in sanctification of the Spirit, for
obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace to you and peace be multiplied.

Jude 20-21 *°But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit,
*keep yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life.
