1. V16 – I will not go away from you… 
b. Spiritually -  
Romans 1:1 1Paul, a bondservant of Jesus Christ, 1) called to be an 
apostle, 2) separated to the gospel of God 
Titus 1:1 1Paul, a bondservant of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ, 
according to the faith of God’s elect and the acknowledgment of the 
truth which accords with godliness, 
Philippians 2:6-7 6who, being in the form of God, did not consider it 
robbery to be equal with God, 7but made Himself of no reputation, 
taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men. 
(Isa 42:1) 
1 Peter 2:15-17 15For this is the will of God, that by doing good you 
may put to silence the ignorance of foolish men— 16as free, yet not 
using liberty as a cloak for vice, but as bondservants of God. 17Honor 
all people. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the king.
