V1-2 
1. V1 - 3rd Month – 16:1 – 2 Mo/15 Day 
2. Animated Bible Map 
 
V3-9 
1. V5-6 – Calling – But they rejected 
1 Peter 2:8b-10 – You are a chosen, royal priesthood, holy nation… 
 
V10-25 
1. The 3rd Day…In the Morning! 
Mark 16:1-2 Now when the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, 
Mary the mother of James, and Salome bought spices, that they might 
come and anoint Him. Very early in the morning, on the first day of 
the week, they came to the tomb when the sun had risen. 
Mark 16:9 Now when He rose early on the first day of the week, He 
appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom He had cast seven 
demons. 
2. V21 – LORD’s Graciousness Toward a Totally Sinful Man 
Hebrews 10:19-22 Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the 
Holiest by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way which He 
consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, and having a 
High Priest over the house of God, let us draw near with a true heart in 
full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil 
conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 
 

Chapter 20 
 
V1-17 Ten Commandments 
1. You shall have no other gods before Me. 
2. You shall not make for yourselves a carved image, any likeness 
3. You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain 
4. Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. 

5. Honor your father/mother that your days may be long  
    (Eph 6:1-3 - First commandment with promise) 
6. You shall not murder 
7. You shall not commit adultery 
8. You shall not steal 
9. You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor 
10. You shall not covet your neighbor’s house, wife, servants,… 
* 1st Four – Relationship with God; 2nd Six – Relationship with Others 
Matthew 5:17 “Do not think that I came to destroy the Law or the 
Prophets. I did not come to destroy but to fulfill. 
Matthew 22:37-40 Jesus said to him, ‘You shall love the Lord your 
God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind.’ 
This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like it: 
‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ On these two 
commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets.” 
 
V18-26 
1. V20 – Sin/Leprosy/Bible/Loose sense/pain – Sin/Loose/Sense/Fear 
2. V25 – Dan 2:35/44-stone was cut out of the mountain w/out hands 
 

Chapter 21 
V1-6  
1. V5-6- Bondservant 
Mark 10:44-45 And whoever of you desires to be first shall be slave 
of all. For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to 
serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.” 
Romans 1:1 Paul, a bondservant of Jesus Christ, called to be an 
apostle, separated to the gospel of God 
 
V7-27 
1. V3 - Selling daughter as Slave…Hard to Understand Culture! 
* Sermon on the Mount - Jesus reset the “Lawometer” (Odometer)  
 

V28-36 
1. V32 – Matthew 26:14-15 Then one of the twelve, called Judas 
Iscariot, went to the chief priests and said, “What are you willing to 
give me if I deliver Him to you?” And they counted out to him thirty 
pieces of silver.
